PFP students are given provisional
places in diploma programmes, subject to them

passing all modules in the one-year programme.

DPP - Direct-Entry-Scheme
to Polytechnic Programme

DPP allows Secondary 4N(A) students to
be admitted directly into selected 2-year
Higher Nitec programmes at ITE without
having to sit for the O-Level examinations
or undergo a Nitec programme. DPP
students who successfully complete their
Higher Nitec courses at ITE and attain the
required gualifying Grade Point Average
(GPA) scores are guaranteed a place in

a polytechnic diploma course mapped

to their Higher Nitec course.

Students with confirmed ITE EAE offers

Students with confirmed ITE EAE offers are expected to honour their
offers. They are not allowed to apply for Nitec courses at JIE.

Please note that students with confirmed ITE EAE offers for Nitec
courses are still allowed to apply for the Polytechnic Foundation
Programme (PFP) and the Direct-Entry-Scheme to Polytechnic
Programme (DPP) if they qualify.
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2. Application for the Direct-Entry-Scheme to Polytechnic
Programme (DPP)

The Direct-Entry-Scheme to Polytechnic Programme (DPP) prepares candidates
for progression into selected polytechnic diploma courses via a two-year
Higher Nitec course at ITE.

Under the DPP, candidates who successfully complete their Higher Nitec course
and attain the required minimum qualifying Higher Nitec Grade Point Average
are guaranteed a place in a polytechnic diploma course mapped to their Higher
Nitec course. School candidates eligible for the DPP will receive a copy of Form
N from their secondary schools, inviting them to apply for the DPP.

Applications for the DPP can be submitted online via the ITE application portal
between 2.30pm on Monday, 18 December 2023 and 5.00pm on Thursday, 21

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Release of DPP Posting Results and Acceptance of DPP Offers

The DPP posting results will be released at 2.00pm on Friday, 22

December 2023. Candidates may check the posting results online via the
ITE application portal.

Candidates who receive a DPP offer should log on to the ITE application
portal between 2.00pm on Friday, 22 December 2023 and 11.59pm on
Wednesday, 27 December 2023 to accept or reject the DPP offer.

School candidates who do not have a confirmed place in the DPP should
report to their secondary schools in 2024 for Secondary 5.



3. Polytechnic Foundation Programme (PFP)

The Polytechnic Foundation Programme (PFP) is a diploma-specific
foundation programme conducted over two academic semesters at the
polytechnics. It caters to school candidates in the Secondary 4 N(A) course
in 2023 who have decided to pursue a polytechnic education and meet
the PFP eligibility requirements at the end of Secondary 4.

School candidates interested in applying for the PFP should first report to
their secondary schools in 2024 to start their Secondary 5 year, while

awaiting notification of eligibility and confirmation of a place in the PFP.

Application for PFP Only

Students who are interested in applying to the PFP should first progress to
Secondary 5N(A) on 2 Jan 2024.

Upon the release of the 2023 GCE ‘O’-Level results in January 2024, eligible
N(A) students will be invited to apply for the PFP.

Applications for the PFP will commence after the release of the GCE ‘O’-Level
results, at the same time as the annual Joint Admissions Exercise (JAE).

Application results will be released by end-January 2024. Students should only
withdraw from Secondary 5N(A) after they have accepted a PFP offer. (**All
PFP-bound students are required to attend classes up until the last Friday of
January, i.e. 27 Jan).



Application for both PFP and DPP

* If you are certain that you do not want to continue in Sec 5N(A) to
pursue the GCE O-Levels, you may apply for the DPP in December. Upon
the release of the GCE O-Level results in January, eligible students may
apply for the PFP. If you are offered and accept a PFP place, you may
withdraw from the DPP.

Alternatively,

* You may progress to Sec 5N(A) first. Upon release of the GCE O-Level
results in January, you may then apply for the PFP and DPP concurrently. If
application is successful, you may withdraw from sec 5N(A) by end

January.




4. Promotion to Sec 5N(A)

Sec 4N(A) students can be promoted to Sec 5N(A) if they satisfy all the following
criteria:

(a) ELMABS3 (English Language, Mathematics and best three other subjects)

aggregate score of 19 points or less; and

(b) At least an N(A)-Level Grade 5 for all subjects used in the computation of

ELMAB3

* Note: Students who took “O” Level subjects may compute the ELMAB3 score using a combination of
N-Level grade and Prelim results to determine eligibility for promotion/detention. This applies to the
DPP points calculation as well.

5. Retention at Sec 4N(A)

Sec 4N(A) students are eligible to repeat their GCE N(A)-Level Examination if they
satisfy all the following criteria:

(a) Obtain an aggregate score:
i) Not exceeding 21 points for ELMAB3 (i.e. ELMAB3 £ 21), or

ii) Not exceeding 14 points for ELB3 (English Language and best three other subjects,
which can include Mathematics)
(i.e. ELB3 <£14), or

iii) Not exceeding 14 points for MAB3 (Mathematics and best three other subjects,
which can include English Language) (i.e. MAB3 < 14); and
