
How to read the timetable

Refer to Odd Week timetable for
Weeks 1, 3, 5, 7, 9 of the school 

term.

Refer to Even Week timetable for
Weeks 2, 4, 6, 8, 10 of the school 

term.



• Some of the lessons are banded.  Banding means that students from two or more classes are divided into 
groups and have the lesson at the same time, with lesson being conducted at different venues.  In Sec 1 
and 2, under Full Subject Based Banding, most of lessons are banded.

• When there is banding, additional venues will be shown on the timetable.  Check with your subject 
teacher to find out where the lesson is conducted.  You may refer to the classroom layout plan placed at 
the corridor of each level and signages to help you locate the room.
